- Example: If you take 12 credit hours of course work, you will be in class 12
hours or more per week, labs require additional hours.

— Plan for 2 hours of study time for each credit hou of course work.
- Example: If you take 12 credit hours, you will need to make available an
additional 24 hours per week for studying.

= Consider Work hours-
- Examples: If you are working more than 20 hours per week, you should not take a
full class load. If you are working 40 hours or more per week, you should take no
more than one or two courses per semester.
