5. ACT composite score of a least 22; or SAT combined scores of at 

least 1020; or Praxis scores of 174 in Reading, 173 in Math, and 173 

in Writing. 

6. Submission of portfolio as initiated in EDFN 2300. 

7. Completion of successful interview with the College of Education 

Admission Board.    

8. Demonstration of good moral character and freedom from any 

condition that would impair effectiveness as a teacher.   

Includes passing scores on an approved speech and hearing test and 

notarized statement of character. 

  9. Completion of EDFN 2100 and EDFN 2300 (Early                        

      Childhood also needs ECED 2015) with a grade of “C or better.  

     10.  Complete a background check and receive clearance.  (Must be initiated 

            in 321 Warf-Pickel or will not be accepted; also must be completed four  

            weeks before submitting application for admission to teacher education.
