In order to progress into
the major, students must complete this specified curriculum with a minimum grade point average of 2.4.  Provisional
status may be granted to students with a grade point average of 2.0-2.39.  These students must then complete 12 credit
hours of engineering courses (9 hours of which are specified in the department) with a minimum grade point average of
2.0.

This program leads to an Associate of Science degree from Pellissippi State and a Bachelor of Science in Civil
Engineering from the University of Tennessee.
