After attainingaminimum 2.7 grade point averageinthefirst 60 semester hoursof thisprescribed
curriculum,Elementary Educati on studentsshoul d schedul eaninterview withtheCollegeof
Education’ sBoard of Admissionsat UT. Secondary Education studentswill apply for aninterview
after 75hoursandaminimum 2.7 gradepoint average. Theinterview normally takesplaceduringthe
spring semester of thejunior year. Progressiondecisions, whicharemadeby boards, are
competitive, based onavailablefield placements.
