Any and all claims against Pellissippi State Community College for personal and/or injury and/or property damage resulting from the negligence of the College in performing and responsibilities specifically required under the terms of this agreement shall be submitted to the Board of Claims or Claims Commission for the State of Tennessee.  Damages recoverable against the College shall be expressly limited to the claims paid by the Board of Claims Commission pursuant to T.C.A. Section 9-8-201 et-seq.
