Outstanding Student Leader

Qualifications: Nominees for the award should be actively involved in a current student organization or activities program.  Nominee should be in satisfactory academic standing.

Outstanding Advisor

Purpose: To recognize excellent advisor leadership for a registered student organization.

Qualifications: Nominees for the award should be a current or past advisor for a current student organization or activities program

Criteria for Selection:
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Evidence of exemplary leadership and mentoring skills
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Accomplishments of student organization
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Length of service to organization/program

Outstanding Service to the College

Purpose: To recognize a PSCC student organization that has provided outstanding service and leadership to the college.

Criteria for Selection:
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 Nominees should provide evidence of collaboration with college departments/divisions or other student organizations. This may also include serving on college committees.
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 Nominees should have provided programs and/or services to the college and have utilized the organization’s membership in planning and delivering these programs.
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 Significance of the program or service and the impact on the college community.

Outstanding Community Service

Purpose: To recognize a PSCC student organization that has provided outstanding programs and/or services for the community.

Criteria for Selection:
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 Nominees should provide evidence of a collaborative effort between the community and their organization.
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 Nominees should have provided programs and/or services to a community group and have utilized the organization’s membership in planning and delivering these services.
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  Significance of the project/program and the impact on the community or population served.
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 Number of volunteer hours contributed.

Outstanding Project

Purpose: To recognize a PSCC student organization that has implemented an outstanding project for Pellissippi State or in the community.

Criteria for Selection:
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 Nominees should provide evidence of group involvement in the planning and implementation of the project.
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 Nominees should provide evidence of successful implementation of the project including, but not limited to attendance, budget, participation, advertising, and the project’s relevance to PSCC and the organization. 

Most Improved Student Organization
Purpose: To recognize a PSCC student organization that demonstrated significant improvement from last year (or as a new student organization) in areas such as membership, projects, organization, and visibility. 

Criteria for Selection:
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 Nominees should provide evidence of achieving: membership goals, successful organization or structure of the group, project development and campus visibility.

Purpose: To recognize a PSCC student organization that demonstrated excellence in the following areas:
