ARTICLE III. Leadership
Section 1. The elected officers of the organization shall be the President, Vice-

President, Treasurer, Secretary and other officers as necessary by the members of

Section 2. Powers and Duties of Officers: 
Clause 1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization. He/She   

shall be the official spokesperson of the organization, representing the policies, 
views and opinions of the organization in its relations with the campus and 
community at large. He/She has further powers and duties as prescribed by the 
organization. The President is responsible for submitting all documentation and 
reports as required by the Student Life Office.
Clause 2. The Vice President presides at the organization meetings in the 
absence of the Chair. He/She performs all legal duties assigned by the Chair. 
He/She notifies all members of the organization meetings. 
Clause 3. The Treasurer handles all financial affairs and budgeting of the 
organization. He/She maintains club accounts in the organization's name which 
requires signature of the Treasurer, President, and Advisor. All disbursements for 
more than $50 require a majority vote approval of the Executive Committee. 

Clause 4. The Secretary takes minutes at all meetings of the organization, files 
minutes and submits required copies to all organization members. He/She is 
responsible for all organization correspondence and keeps copies of all 
correspondence on file. He/She acts as historian and maintains all records of the 
organization.
Clause 5.  The officers and advisor shall be considered the Executive Committee 
and shall decide issues to be brought before the membership. The Executive 
Committee shall have general supervision of the affairs of the organization 
between its regular meetings, make recommendations to the membership, and 
perform other duties listed in the constitution. A simple majority shall decide any 
matters requiring a decision or financial expenditure by the Executive Committee.

Section 3. Officer qualifications: 

Clause 1. Must be a regularly enrolled student in good standing at Pellissippi 
State Community College.

Clause 2.  Must be carrying a minimum 6 credit hours at Pellissippi State    

Community College and have a cumulative grade point average of no less than 
2.0.
 Section 4. Petition by 1/3 of the total number of members is cause for a recall election. 
The offense must be stated in writing and submitted by a member. After the offense is 
submitted to the organization, the offending officer has the right to a 48 hour notice of a 
hearing. A recall election will be conducted as a "Special Election". Recall requires an 
affirmative vote of 2/3 of the total voting membership. 

Section 5. In the event an elected officer is unable to fulfill his/her term of office, there 
will be a "Special Election". Any eligible member, including those already holding office, 
can be nominated for a vacated officer position. 
Section 6. Provisions for removing officers are: 

Clause 1. Officers may be removed from office by a vote of 'no confidence' by 



the club voting members. 

Clause 2. Prior to a vote of 'no confidence', a two week notice must be given to 

voting members. 

Clause 3. The named officer will be removed from office if more than half 

the voting members present vote 'no confidence'. 

Clause 4. Voting will be done by secret ballot. 

Clause 5. A vote of 'no confidence' requires a quorum of two-thirds of the voting 



membership, or forty voting members, whichever is smaller. 

If a quorum is not present at the meeting, additional votes to reach a quorum may be 
tallied for one week after the meeting by a secure absentee ballot, email, or website 
voting procedure.

  
ARTICLE IV. MEETINGS 
Section 1. Regular meetings are scheduled

ARTICLE VI. ELECTIONS/OFFICERS SELECTION 

Section 1. Nominations shall be made by

ARTICLE VII. STUDENT CLUB ADVISORS 

Section 1. An individual employed on a full- time basis by Pellissippi State Community 
College will serve as the main advisor to this organization. Part-time PSCC employees 
may serve as co-advisor.
Section 2. The advisor(s) will serve a term of one academic year, which is renewable 

each fall semester. In the event an advisor resigns, Executive Committee shall approve 
the new advisor/s.
Section 3. The advisor must know their responsibilities as outline in the Policies and 

Procedures of TBR http://www.tbr.state.tn.us/policies/default.aspx?id=1788. 

Section 4. Petition by 1/3 of the total number of members is cause for advisor removal. 
The petition for removal of an advisor must be stated in writing and submitted by a 
member. After the petition is submitted to the executive board of officers, the advisor 
has the right to a 48 hour notice to respond or resign. A dismissal vote will be conducted 
as a "Special Election".  Dismissal requires an affirmative vote of 2/3 of the total voting 
membership.  
ARTICLE VIII. DUES 

Section 1. This organization can assess membership fees. Assessments are 
determined each academic year by a quorum of the membership at its regularly 
scheduled organization meeting held at the end of spring semester or beginning of fall 
semester. 

Section 2. All money must be deposited into a PSCC club account through the Student 
Life Office. The College does not recognize off-campus bank accounts for student 
organizations at Pellissippi State Community College. 
  

ARTICLE IX. DISBURSAL OF ORGANIZATION ASSETS
