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4. Press the Change Quality button to select ~
the sound quality for the recording.

5. The Sound Selection box will open. Select the

Current recording quality
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6. When you are ready to start recording, click OK in the | ™™ ™ -
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Record Narration box. Your presentation will appear
on the screen just like you are giving thetalk in aclassroom. _Carcal |

Use the arrow buttons and/or mouse to move through the
presentation while you record the narration. Press the
Escape (ESC) key when you are finished.

NOTE: For better trandation with Impatica, wait for 2
seconds after you finish narration on a slide before you
move to the next slide and then for 2 seconds before you
begin recording again.

7. Go to File >> Page Setup to change the size of your
presentation so it will fit on most monitors.

Choose Custom under Slides sized for and put in the
following values:

Width = 7.5 inches
Height = 5.6 inches

Click OK. Save your narrated PowerPoint presentation
using the Save As... option under the File menu and save
it to alocation that you can find easily and with a name
that indicatesit is narrated and ready for |mpatica.

After you create the
narrated
presentations in
PowerPoint, you will
then use Impaticato
create streaming files
to put into WebCT.
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8. Open Impatica for Power Point on your compute.

NOTE: If you have not installed Impatica, visit:
http://www.pstcc.edu/ets/impatical for information about
downloading and installing the program.

8. Press the Add... button to select the presentation to be
converted. Locate the file on your computer and click “Open.”
Repeat this until all of the presentations are listed in the top
window of the Impatica screen.

9. Edit the settings under the tabs below the main Impatica
window.

Slideshow tab - Use thistab to enable and customize ——
the playback buttons and to set the animation controls
(the defaults are usually fine for most presentations)

Output Files tab - Usethistab to select the location for
wherethelmpaticafileswill be saved aswell asto create ——>
a Zip package to upload into WebCT.

Media tab - Usethistab to select the amount of file
compression. We recommend setting at 50% and using
the Save as Default button to keep those settings. >
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10.After you have the settings determined, Press
the Impaticize button on the lower right.

A progress bar will appear as your presentation(s)
are converted.

11. When they are finished, you can preview them

using the Preview button to the right of the list of
presentations.

Your web browser will launch and you will see the
presentation playing from your hard drive.

« an HTML file (filename.html),
* a presentation file (filename.jar) and
* the player file (ImpPlayer.jar)

All threefiles must be uploaded into WebCT
for the presentation to work. If you chose to create
the zip package, the fileswill be compressed into

one zip file that can be uploaded and then unzipped

in WebCT’s Manage Files area \
13. To make the presentation available to your

students in WebCT, add the HTML file using the

Content Module or Single Page tool as desired.
